The RREEF Paladin Property Securities Fund offers
individual and institutional investors (including trustees
of superannuation funds and master trusts, custody
services and investor directed portfolio services) access
to a professionally managed portfolio of property related
securities, with some exposure to cash investments.

What is the investment objective of the Fund?

The investment objective of the Fund is to
outperform its benchmark, the S&P/ASX 300 GICS
Property Accumulation Index, after fees, over rolling
three-year periods.!

What does the Fund invest in?

The Fund invests in property trusts and property related
securities listed on the ASX, with some exposure to
cash investments. The Fund may also invest in unlisted
Initial Public Offering ('IPQ’) securities, provided those
securities are expected to be listed within three months.

What are the benefits of investing in the Fund?
Benefits of investing in the Fund include:

B access to investment opportunities, markets and
diversity generally not available to individual investors;

m professional investment management, accessing our
extensive research and analysis on direct property
and property securities markets;

m the ability to invest at less cost than individual
investors;

How do we manage the Fund’s investments?

We are an active manager. We seek to outperform the
Fund'’s benchmark. We buy and sell property securities
based on our view of their prospects relative to other
securities in the market. This means that we look to
hold securities we believe will outperform the market.
Our decisions on which securities to buy or sell are
based upon in-depth research of listed and direct
property markets and also a disciplined approach to
managing risk.

Our security selection philosophy is based on four beliefs:

B stock markets are inefficient in the short-term.
As an active manager of listed property securities,
we believe that a security’s price at any time does
not necessarily reflect its underlying value;

B the underlying value of a security is determined by
its current pricing relative to its long-term earnings
prospects. Investors often over-react to short-term
factors that have little impact on the value of a
property security over the long-term;

m ‘free cashflow’ is critical. Free cashflow (operating
cashflow less capital expenditure) provides a better
insight into a property security’s true health than
accounting profits, which can be easily manipulated; and

B rigorous analysis is crucial to investment success.
We consider the macro-economic environment,
direct property market fundamentals, management
capability and detailed property portfolio information
including tenancy and capital expenditure details.
From this information we are able to assess the
potential future income stream of a property security,
the security of this income and hence its value.

We recognise that underlying direct property market
fundamentals are an important influence on the
performance of listed property securities over the
medium to long-term. Although we focus on bottom-up
security selection, to consistently add value, we believe
it is important to consider overall portfolio exposures

in terms of sectors (office, retail, etc.) and geographic
exposures (domestic, offshore).

Understanding investment risk

All investments are subject to varying levels of
investment risk and can generally go down as well as up
in value. This means that you can experience investment
gains or investment losses.

‘Volatility' can be used as a measure of investment risk.
In general, the higher the volatility of returns from an
investment, the higher the risk and potential return.

Different types of investments perform differently at
different times and have varying risk characteristics and
volatility.

The value of a managed fund investment will rise or

fall depending on the value of its underlying assets.
Changes in the value of an investment can be significant
and can happen quickly.

Managing risk

By diversifying your investment across a range of asset
classes, you may reduce the overall volatility of your
portfolio. This is because, if one asset class moves up,
usually another asset class can move down, resulting

in a less volatile investment portfolio and smoothing out
of returns.

It is important that you plan your investment strategy
before investing. You should discuss this with your
financial adviser and take into consideration aspects
such as:

B your investment timeframe (how long you intend
to invest);

m the level of volatility you are willing to tolerate;

m the level of diversification of your investment
portfolio across the asset classes; and

m the level of return you expect from the Fund
(growth and income return).

We aim to manage the impact of the investment risks
of this Fund by using prudent investment guidelines.

We can't eliminate all risks and can’t promise that the
way we manage them will always be successful. It is

General risks

B Investment objective risk — This is the risk that the
investor’'s objectives will not be met by their choice
of investments.

B Liquidity risk — This exists when particular

investments are difficult to purchase or sell, preventing
a fund from repositioning or rebalancing within a
timely period and at a fair price. WWe make every
effort to retain sufficient liquidity in the Fund to be
able to meet all redemption requests. However, in
some circumstances, the nature of the underlying
securities means that we may not be able to meet all
redemption requests soon after they are received.

m Inflation risk — This is the risk that the prices of
goods and services will rise faster than the value
of the investments.

Risks specific to this Fund

The main investment risks that apply to this Fund are
explained below:

m Active management — We actively seek attractive
securities to invest in, rather than investing in a
predetermined basket of securities such as an index.
The Fund may underperform relative to its stated
primary investment universe due to the securities
choices and short-term variations in asset allocation
away from the primary investment universe. We
seek to address this risk through use of a disciplined
investment management process with the support of
our global investment resources.
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Risks of investing (continued)

Valuation risk — The market value of listed property
securities and other property related securities
will increase or decrease depending on market
conditions. This affects the value of the assets held
by the Fund, and the value of your investment.

Individual investment risk — Individual investments
we buy, for example, property securities on a stock
exchange, can and do fall in value for many reasons
such as changes in a company’s internal operations
or management, or in its business environment. We
aim to reduce these risks with careful analysis of
research from many sources and by talking to those
people who run companies and are responsible for
changes which may impact on our investments.

Market risk — Economic, technological, political,
tax, regulatory or legal conditions, and even market
sentiment, can (and do) change, and changes in the
value of investment markets can affect the value of
the investments in the Fund. We use research and
analysis to form a view on these matters as best we
can and then rebalance the investment mix of the
Fund to reduce their impact.

Fund risk — This includes the Fund'’s potential
termination, change to its fees and expenses or
change in our investment professionals. There

is also a risk that investing in the Fund may give
different results than investing individually because
of income or capital gains accrued in the Fund and
the consequences of applications and withdrawals
by other investors. We aim to keep fund risk to a
minimum by monitoring the Fund and acting in your
best interests.

Risk of small capitalisation investing — Small
capitalisation property securities generally have a
lower degree of liquidity (ie they are more difficult
to trade) than larger capitalisation securities.
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Derivative risk — Derivatives may be used to reduce
risk or gain exposure to other types of investments
when appropriate. Derivatives are not used by the
Fund for speculative purposes, or to gear the Fund.
When derivatives are used, the Fund must be in a
position to pay all of the associated obligations from
the investments of the Fund.

Risks associated with using these tools might include
the values of the derivative failing to move in line
with the underlying asset, potential illiquidity of the
derivative and counterparty risk (this is where the
counterparty to the derivative contract cannot meet
its obligations under the contract).

The aim is to keep derivative risk to a minimum

by constantly monitoring the Fund'’s use of
derivatives, by making sure that its obligations are
met with respect to the derivative contracts and
by entering into derivative contracts with reputable
counterparties.

We have a Derivative Risk Statement ('DRS’),
which explains how we use derivatives. The DRS is
reviewed annually.

Cooling off

A 14 day cooling off period applies to initial investments
in the Fund made by retail investors.

You may cancel your initial investment during this period
by informing our client services in writing.

The cooling off period will lapse if you transact on your
account within this period.

Accessing your money

You may request to withdraw part or all of your
investment in the Fund at any time. Withdrawals can be
paid by cheque or by direct credit to an Australian bank
account.

To request a withdrawal:

B complete a withdrawal form, which you can obtain
from our client services on 1800 034 402; or

B write to us providing details of the number of units
to be redeemed or the dollar value required, the
account number, fund name and the name in which
the investment is held.

Please ensure that the withdrawal request is signed
by all parties to the investment. Withdrawal payments
cannot be paid to third parties.

Valid withdrawal requests received before 2.00pm on
any business day will be processed using the unit price
next calculated after 2.00pm for that business day.

You will receive a transaction statement to confirm the
details of your withdrawal. Withdrawals are normally

Minimum withdrawal

Unless you are withdrawing your total investment, the
minimum withdrawal amount is $1,000. Your remaining

investment balance must be at least $25,000.

In certain circumstances, including where your account
falls below $25,000, we can withdraw some or all of your
units and pay the proceeds to you, without you asking.

You cannot sell your units through a stockbroker, as the
Fund is not listed on the Australian Stock Exchange, or
any other stock exchange.

Transferring units

You may transfer units in the Fund to another person.
To do this, you need to send us:

B a signed and completed standard transfer form; and

B acompleted application form from the PDS for the
Fund current at the time, completed by the person
to whom the units are being transferred.

We reserve the right to decline certain transfer requests
at our discretion.

A transfer involves a disposal of units, which may have
tax implications. We recommend that you obtain tax and
legal advice (as necessary) before requesting a transfer.
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Unit pricing and income distributions

Unit pricing

Unit prices are generally calculated each business day
based upon the net asset value of the Fund, divided
by the number of units on issue. However, in unusual
circumstances, we may calculate unit prices more
than once on any business day, or less frequently as
permitted by the Fund’s Constitution.

We apply a unit price 'buy/sell differential’ to increase
the application unit price by an allowance for the
estimated costs of the purchase of assets in the Fund
and to reduce the withdrawal unit price by an allowance
for the estimated costs of the sale of assets in the Fund.

(buy/sell differential)’ on page 18.

We will exercise any discretion we have under the
Fund’s Constitution in relation to unit pricing in
accordance with our unit pricing policy. You can obtain
a copy of our unit pricing policy at any time on request,
at no charge.

Income distributions and reinvestment

The Fund intends to distribute income (if any), quarterly,
calculated as at 31 March, 30 June, 30 September and
31 December. Income is distributed in proportion to your
unit holdings on these dates, and by no later than two
months from the end of the distribution period. We may
also make a special distribution of capital or income at
any time during the year.

By completing the relevant section of the application
form, you may choose to have your distributions:

B paid by cheque;

B paid directly into a nominated Australian bank
account; or

m reinvested into the Fund by purchasing additional units.
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If you do not nominate how you wish to receive your
income distributions, we will automatically reinvest your
distributions as additional units in the Fund. Reinvested
units will be issued at a price determined immediately
after the end of the relevant distribution period, and will
not be subject to transaction costs. We may terminate
and/or restart this distribution reinvestment facility at
any time. We will notify you if this occurs.

Unit prices fall after the end of the distribution period to
reflect the distribution entitlements. This means that, if
you invest just before the end of a distribution period,
you may find that you quickly receive some of your
capital as income.

Similarly, if you withdraw your investment before the last
day of the distribution period, you will receive your share
of any accrued income as capital.

Timing changes

We will notify you if we change the frequency of
distributions or the frequency or timing of calculating
unit prices.

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Additional explanation of fees and costs

Transaction costs (buy/sell differential)

When you apply for or withdraw all or part of your
investment, we apply what is called a ‘buy/sell
differential’ to the transaction. The buy/sell differential
is an additional cost to you. It operates to increase (for
each application) or decrease (for each withdrawal) the
unit price received by the investor to recover transaction
costs associated with buying and selling the Fund'’s
assets, such as broking charges associated with the
purchase or sale of securities. The purpose of the buy/
sell differential is to protect long-term investors from the
costs associated with those investors who come into
the Fund and leave the Fund.

The current buy differential for units in the Fund as at the
date of this PDS is +0.25%. For example, a buy differential
on an application of $25,000 into the Fund would be $62.50.

The current sell differential for units in the Fund as at the
date of this PDS is —0.25%.

We have a formal policy in relation to guidelines and
relevant factors taken into account when calculating
transaction costs including the buy/sell differential. A
copy of this policy is available free of charge on request.

We would always provide you one (1) month’s notice of
any proposed change to the buy/sell differential.

Maximum fees we are allowed to charge

We may increase all the fees for the Fund, or introduce
new fees due to reasons such as changing economic
conditions and changes in regulations.

The Constitution for the Fund sets the maximum amount
of fees we can charge. We would always provide you
with at least one (1) month’s notice of any proposed fee
change. This notice period should give you sufficient
time to withdraw from the Fund if so desired. We cannot
charge more than the Constitution allows (to change

the Constitution in this regard, we would need to obtain
unitholder approval).

Different fees for different investors

Individual negotiation of management costs and
transaction costs may be available to sophisticated and
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professional investors, as defined in the Corporation Act,
such as IDPS operators/superannuation master trusts.
Differential fees may be charged but only in accordance
with the Corporations Act requirements and any ASIC

We are not permitted to enter into individual fee
arrangements with retail investors.

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Tax

Investing in the Fund has tax and potential social security
implications, depending upon your particular situation.

We recommend that you obtain professional advice

on the tax implications of investing. This PDS provides
general information only, and should not be relied upon
by you, as it may not relate to your particular situation,
and tax laws may have changed.

The Fund is resident in Australia for tax purposes. The
Fund should not generally be liable for Australian income
tax as the taxable income of the Fund will be distributed
to investors each year.

You must receive this PDS within Australia. However,
if you are not an Australian resident for tax purposes,
please state in the application form your country of
residence for tax purposes.

If you are not an Australian resident, tax may be withheld
from some components of distributions at prescribed
rates. You may be subject to the tax laws in your country
and should consult a taxation adviser before investing.

Will you be liable to pay tax on income you receive
from the Fund?

Your share of taxable income of the Fund for each

year ended 30 June should generally be included as
assessable income in your tax return for each such year,
even if your distribution is reinvested in additional units
in the Fund or paid in the next year.

Although your share of the taxable income of the
Fund does not include the tax-deferred components
of a distribution, you may be required to include a
tax-deferred amount in your assessable income as a
capital gain. Receipt of tax-deferred amounts may also
affect the calculation of any capital gain or loss arising
when you sell your units in the Fund.

The distributions received from the Fund will be net of
tax withheld or incurred. The benefits of any imputation
or foreign tax credits relating to a share of taxable
income are generally passed to unitholders. Your

ability to utilise these tax credits in the year of receipt
will depend upon your own particular circumstances,
including your total level of taxable income and your
income tax rate.
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Each year you will be sent a tax statement that will
indicate the composition of the distributions you have
received from the Fund, including any revenue gains,
net capital gains, foreign income and foreign tax credits,
imputation credits and any other taxable and/or non-
taxable amounts.

Will you be liable for tax when you withdraw money
from the Fund?

If you dispose of your units in the Fund (by way of
withdrawal or otherwise) you may be subject to tax on
any capital gain arising.

The capital gain calculation may be affected by any
non-taxable amounts that you have previously received
from the Fund.

Depending upon your particular circumstances, you may
be entitled to a reduction of the capital gain.

Do you need to give your tax file number or
Australian business number?

On your application form you may provide us with your Tax
File Number (‘TFN’), or advise us of your TFN exemption.

Alternatively, if you are investing in the Fund in
furtherance of an enterprise, you may quote an Australian
Business Number (‘ABN’). It is not compulsory for you

to quote a TFN, exemption or ABN, but if you do not
then we are required to deduct tax from any income
distribution payable to you at the maximum personal

tax rate plus Medicare levy and any other applicable
Government charges. We are authorised to collect TFNs
under tax law. For more information about TFNs, please
contact your nearest Australian Taxation Office.



Investing through a master trust or wrap account

Investors investing in the Fund indirectly via an Investor
Directed Portfolio Service ('IDPS’), IDPS-like scheme
(such as a master trust or wrap account) or a nominee or
custody service (‘Indirect Investors’) do not themselves
become investors in the Fund, and accordingly have no
rights as a unitholder. The offer document for your IDPS
or IDPS-like scheme should have further details. If you
are an Indirect Investor, generally the relevant scheme
operator acquires the rights of a unitholder.

Unitholder rights include the right to attend unitholder
meetings, make withdrawal requests, receive and
reinvest distributions, participate in termination proceeds
and lodge complaints. Your rights and liabilities will be
governed by the terms and conditions of the relevant
IDPS or IDPS-like scheme, which you should read
carefully prior to directing the relevant operator to invest
in the Fund. Cooling off rights for the Fund (see page 12)
do not apply to investors who invest indirectly through
an IDPS or IDPS-like scheme.

Indirect Investors complete application forms for the
IDPS or IDPS-like scheme, not the Fund, and receive
reports from their operator, not us. Inquiries should be

directed to that operator.

Minimum investment and withdrawal requirements may
not always be relevant to Indirect Investors because

the IDPS or IDPS-like operator may invest on behalf

of a number of Indirect Investors. Indirect Investors

will also incur the fees and expenses applicable to the
IDPS or IDPS-like scheme, as well as the Fund fees

and expenses. The tax information in this PDS does not
specifically cater for Indirect Investors.

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Additional information for investors

The Fund’s Constitution

The Fund is established by a Constitution dated

30 January 1995 as amended from time to time.

The operation of the Fund, the duties and obligations of
Deutsche Asset Management and the rights of investors
are governed by the Constitution, together with the
Corporations Act and the general law. Overall, our
obligations are to act in your best interests and to give
priority to your interests if they conflict with our own.

This PDS summarises some key features of the
Constitution such as issue and redemption of units,
calculation of unit prices and fees. However,

the Constitution covers a number of additional
matters, including:

B the nature of units (subject to any special terms of
issue, identical rights attach to all units);

® how we calculate unit prices;

® how and when withdrawals are paid (they are paid
out of Fund assets and notwithstanding that payment
usually takes place within ten (10) business days, we
have a greater period to make payments under the
Constitution). We can also suspend the redemption
of any units in particular circumstances, for example
if there is a closure of a securities exchange which
makes it impracticable for the Responsible Entity to
calculate the net asset value of the Fund, if a large
number of withdrawal requests are received at any
one time or if it is in the unitholders’ best interest to
delay the redemption period;

m withdrawal procedures where the Fund is no longer
‘liquid” within the meaning of the Corporations Act
(the procedures described in this PDS apply where
the Fund is liquid);

B your rights to share any Fund income, and how we
calculate it;

m our powers which are very broad, for example,
we can borrow money (whether or not on security)
and incur all types of obligations and liabilities,
make all types of investments and appoint delegates
and agents;
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B unitholder meetings (a resolution binds you,
regardless of how or whether you voted);

m the circumstances in which we are and are not liable
to you, and limitations on our liability;

m our indemnification out of assets of the Fund for
all costs incurred in the course of our office or in
relation to the administration or management of
the Fund (subject to the proper performance of
our duties);

m transferring units and our ability to refuse transfers
(you can generally transfer your units by lodging an
approved, stamped transfer form with us);

m when we can retire as Responsible Entity of the
Fund; and

®  when we can terminate the Fund.

Under the Constitution we may hold units in the Fund
and can act despite certain conflicts of interest.

The Constitution contains provisions designed to
limit your liability to the issue price of your units.
The Australian courts are yet to finally determine the
effectiveness of these types of provisions.

You should consult a copy of the Constitution if you
require a more detailed understanding of the document.

A copy of the Constitution is available free of charge by
contacting our client services on 1800 034 402.

The Constitution of the Fund is binding on all unitholders.

Unless specifically stated otherwise in this PDS, the
provisions of the Constitution will prevail over statements
in this PDS, to the extent of any inconsistency.

Conditions for use of the fax transaction facility

We will process faxed requests in the manner and within
the timeframes specified in the current PDS. You should
retain a copy of the fax confirmation sheet as proof that
a transmission was successfully completed on the date
and time shown. This will be required if an issue arises
as to the timing of receipt of a fax by us.



By using the fax transaction facility, you acknowledge
that there is a risk that fraudulent fax requests may be
made by a third party. By using fax communications with
us, you agree that neither Deutsche Asset Management,
its officers, employees or agents, are responsible for any
fraudulently completed communications and that neither
Deutsche Asset Management, its officers, employees or
agents will compensate you for any losses arising from
such communications.

You release and indemnify Deutsche Asset Management,
its officers, employees and agents against any liabilities
whatsoever arising from Deutsche Asset Management,
its officers, employees or agents acting on faxed
communications from, or purporting to be from you.

Borrowings

We do not intend to undertake any long-term
borrowings for the Fund, however the Constitution
permits borrowing. Short-term borrowings are
undertaken for operational purposes from time to time.

Environmental, social or ethical considerations

Our investment decisions are primarily based on
economic factors and we do not specifically take into
account labour standards or environmental, social or
ethical considerations.

Complaints

An internal complaints handling procedure has been
established by Deutsche Asset Management.

Complaints can be made in writing and forwarded to
Deutsche Asset Management at the address detailed
in our contact information on the inside front cover of
this PDS.

Alternatively, you can lodge your complaint by contacting
our client services on 1800 034 402. We will always
acknowledge any complaint in writing and use
reasonable endeavours to deal with or resolve your
complaint within 45 days.

Deutsche Asset Management is a member of the
Financial Industry Complaints Service (‘FICS’). This is
an independent dispute resolution service. If you are

not satisfied with our handling of your complaint, you
can contact FICS on 1300 780 808. In order for your
complaint to be considered by FICS, the claim involved
must be for an amount under $100,000, unless we

agree otherwise in writing.

If you are investing through a master trust or wrap
account then inquiries and complaints should be directed
to the operator of that service.

Privacy

We respect your privacy. Any personal details provided
to Deutsche Asset Management when you invest, or
at any other time in relation to your investment, will be
used to administer and report on your investment with
us, and for purposes related to that. For example, your
details may be used to establish your initial investment,
process ongoing transactions, respond to any queries
you may have, provide you with transaction, distribution,
tax and annual statements, and to provide you with
information on the performance of your investment,
changes in product features, market and fund
commentary and other topical information.

As well as using your personal details within Deutsche
Asset Management, we may disclose it to other persons
to enable us to provide service to you.

Such people include:

B third parties we appoint as advisers, agents or
service providers such as auditors, custodians,
administrators, mailing houses or legal advisers; and

B third parties you authorise to act on your behalf in
relation to your investment such as your investment
consultant, financial adviser, broker or solicitor.

We may also disclose your personal information to

other persons and entities as permitted under the
Privacy Act 1988. We may pass your personal details

Proxy voting and corporate governance

The exercise of voting rights is an important aspect

of the investment management process and the fund
manager'’s ability to influence corporate management
and manage the performance of portfolios where
applicable. Deutsche Asset Management will vote
where appropriate on all company resolutions where it
has the authority to do so. Deutsche Asset Management
will report to members on the outcome of its Australian
proxy voting record on an annual basis.
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Deutsche Asset Management considers corporate
governance to be concerned with the way companies
are governed, as distinct from the way the businesses
within them are managed. Such issues include a
governance structure and selection of directors.
Deutsche Asset Management adheres to the corporate
governance guidelines issued by the Investment and
Financial Services Association.
